(2020). Six elementary schools have received building additions, adding needed capacity and modernization;
Culley Elementary School (2018), Fong Elementary School (2018), Reed Elementary School (2018), Ronzone
Elementary School (2018), Wynn Elementary School (2018), and McWilliams Elementary School (2020).
