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Nevada School Performance Framework (NSPF)
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• The federal Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires each state to use an accountability system to 
annually rate all public schools within that state. ESSA also requires states to use their accountability 
system to identify low performing schools and schools with low performing student groups.

• The NSPF meets those requirements by issuing an annual index score and corresponding star rating to 
schools based on performance in various measures. The NDE uses the NSPF to identify schools with low 
performance and/or low performing student groups.

Nevada School Performance Framework (NSPF)
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• Due to COVID-19, the US Department of Education waived the requirement 
for states to issue school ratings in the 2019-20 and 2020-21 school years. 
• The NDE provided some NSPF-related data for these years, but they were unofficial / 

incomplete, and came with various disclaimers regarding the impacts of COVID-19 on 
learning and low assessment participation rates. 

• For the 2021-22 NSPF release, the NDE published NSPF index scores but did 
not calculate corresponding star ratings. Low performing schools/student 
groups were not identified.

• For the 2022-23 NSPF release, the NDE resumed standard calculation of 
NSPF star ratings and identification of low performing schools/student 
groups.
• These are the first official NSPF star ratings and school identifications since the 2018-19 

school year.

Any schools demonstrating underperformance (as 
defined in NAC 388A.350) that have the potential to 
trigger revocation proceedings in the next 3-5 years 
should performance not improve should be issued a 

formal Notice to ensure the school and board are aware 
of the concerns (NRS 388A.300 and 388A.330).

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Academic Notices
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• Academic notices were issued by the Authority in the 2017-18 and 2018-19 school years to 
schools receiving a one- or two-star rating in the corresponding year's NSPF.

• This year, the Authority should consider:
• A possible one-time exception to the standard academic notice criteria of a one or two-

star rating in the NSPF.
• Incorporating the SPCSA Academic Performance Framework into academic notice criteria, 

as authorized by NAC 388A.350.
• Lifting existing academic notices for schools that received a three-star or higher rating in 

the 2023 NSPF AND Meets or Exceeds Standard in the SPCSA Academic Performance 
Framework.

• Maintaining existing academic notices for schools that did not achieve a three-star or 
higher rating in the 2023 NSPF AND Meets or Exceeds Standard in the SPCSA Academic 
Performance Framework.

Academic Notices
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OPTION 1 
• Issue notices to any schools demonstrating underperformance (schools with a 

1- or 2-star NSPF rating AND Below or Does Not Meet Standard in the SPCSA 
Academic Performance Framework).

• Lift existing academic notices for schools that received a three-star or higher 
rating in the 2023 NSPF AND Meets or Exceeds Standard in the SPCSA Academic 
Performance Framework.

Considerations:
• A total of 31 schools would be issued a notice under this option. 
• This method is generally aligned with past practice, including the most 

recent notices issued using the 2018-19 NSPF data.
• Although the NSPF growth data continue to reflect current academic 

performance in Nevada and at SPCSA schools, there were notable 
fluctuations. Schools may dispute notices issued, especially if score(s) are 
close to 3-star /Meets Standard criteria.



Academic Notices
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OPTION 2 
• Issue no new notices.
• Lift existing academic notices for schools that received a three-star or higher 

rating in the 2023 NSPF AND Meets or Exceeds Standard in the SPCSA Academic 
Performance Framework.

Considerations: 
• Schools are still experiencing pandemic-related disruptions. 
• Although the NSPF growth data continue to reflect current academic 

performance in Nevada and at SPCSA schools, there were notable 
fluctuations. 

• This option acknowledges the pandemic and growth data disruptions but 
further delays Authority accountability and oversight of schools with 
academic performance concerns.



Academic Notices
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OPTION 3* – 
• Issue notices to schools with a 1-star NSPF rating AND Below Standard in the 

SPCSA Academic Performance Framework.
• Lift existing academic notices for schools that received a three-star or higher 

rating in the 2023 NSPF AND Meets or Exceeds Standard in the SPCSA Academic 
Performance Framework.

Considerations: 
• A total of 5 schools would be issued a notice under this option.
• Although the NSPF growth data continue to reflect current academic 

performance in Nevada and at SPCSA schools, there were notable 
fluctuations. Schools may challenge Notices, but this may be less likely as 
schools at these levels demonstrate significant performance challenges.

• This option acknowledges the pandemic and growth data disruptions and 
allows the Authority to identify and hold accountable schools with the most 
significant academic performance concerns.

*Option 3 is the option staff recommends.
